A parent-child relationship is inferred if either of the following is true:
· the child is on the Child Benefit data and the associated parent identifier matches one of the potential parent(s) in the household
· [bookmark: _GoBack]the pseudonymised surnames recorded on the Patient Register (PR) and Customer Information System (CIS) data sources for the child are the same and match those of the potential parent, which are also the same on both PR and CIS. The child is also at least 18 years younger than the parent
